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One of the issues | continue to struggle with is what we are
teaching our athletes about success and how do | person-
ally view success.

In our culture today, success is generally identified with
winning and achieving the status that you are better than
your competition. This worldly view of success becomes
the goal rather than the outgrowth of striving for excellence
through our faith in Jesus Christ. Worldly success is never
permanently satisfying and actually continues to be threat-
ening lest you lose your position on top! Continually com-
paring ourselves to others becomes burdensome, empty,
and defeating.

From Bible.org, author Brian Harbour picks up on the suc-
cess vs. excellence theme in his article “Rising above the
Crowd”:

Success means being the best.
Excellence means being your best.
Success, to many, means being better
than everyone else.

Excellence means being better tomor-
row than you were yesterday.

Success means exceeding the achieve-
ments of other people.

Excellence means matching your prac-
tice with your potential.”

Excellence is the process of becoming all that God created

us to be. This process is probably summed up the best in 1
Peter 1:5-8; “For this reason, make every effort to add to
your faith goodness; and to goodness, knowledge; and to
knowledge, self-control; and to self-control, perseverance;
and to perseverance, godliness; and to godliness, brotherly
kindness; and to brotherly kindness, love. For if you pos-
ses these qualities in increasing measure, they will keep
you from being ineffective and unproductive in your knowl-
edge of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

The danger in athletics is putting ourselves on the pedestal
rather than God when success (temporarily) comes our
way. Likewise, we can be lost when we fail. A.W. Tozer
says: “God may allow his servant to succeed when he has
disciplined him or her to a point where success is not nec-
essary for happiness. The one elated by success and cast
down by failure is still a carnal person.”

I know | still get caught in the emotions of worldly suc-
cess... it's all about me when that happens. It's on the
heels of being ‘cast down by failure’ that | again turn to him
and his word for guidance. Philippians 4:8-9 says; “Finally
brothers, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is
right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is ad-
mirable — if anything is excellent or praiseworthy — think
about such things. Whatever you have learned or received
or heard from me, or seen in me — put it into practice. And
the God of peace will be with you.”
