son’s this Saturday August 30th competing in the St. X Tiger Run Invitational held at The Old River Rd Country Club by the Water 
Tower. The Boys concluded last season as the state runner-up and begin this season as the preseason #1 team in the State 2A rank-
ings.

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Tradition! Tradition! The Apple Tourna-
ment… Sacred Heart (and other Academy 
League school) grandmothers and moth-
ers watching their granddaughters and 
daughters play in the same tournament 
that they played in as young women.  God 
willing, some day our daughters will watch 
their daughters and granddaughters play 
our own CAL tournament… Rome wasn’t 
built in a day. 
Well, enough sentimental nostalgia… on to 
the game. Ballard hopped on us early… 
the sound of the loudspeaker introductions 
had hardly faded when the young women 
in dark maroon scored their first 
goal.  (CAL:0 – Ballard:1) CAL re-grouped 
and the next fifteen minutes was played 
well by both teams, mostly between the 25
-yardlines.  CAL had two great opportuni-
ties to score between 11:30 and 9:00 min-
utes, but failed to convert, just missing 
both times. Somehow, Ballard managed to 
beat the probabilities.  Ballard’s second 
score came at 6:49. (CAL:0 – Ballard:2)  In 
fairness, the CAL defense looked at little 
disorganized; our players tending to fall 

back to cover the circle as opposed to 
charging forward to confront the oppo-
nents.  This afforded Ballard several strik-
ing opportunities within the circle.  Contin-

CAL’s score came just as the first half was 
winding down on a corner set piece that 
worked exactly as it has been practiced… 
a “give-and-go” off the end-line entry pass; 
Lacey Jurich scoring off a pass from Mary 
Proctor. (CAL:1 – Ballard:2)                                                          
 
The second half went by rapidly.  CAL 
dodged a bullet at the 20:51 mark, turning 
back a furious Ballard onslaught.  The 
score remained the same until the 13:46 
mark when Ballard got their last goal. 
(CAL:1 – Ballard:3). CAL quickly called a 
timeout to regroup again.  After some con-
fusion between the officials (the time 
keeper let the clock keep running), play 
resumed with 13:46 back on the clock. 
  
CAL fought back furiously and had oppor-
tunities to score on hard drives from out-
side the scoring circle.  Unfortunately, no 

CAL player was able to get a stick on the 
ball to get the necessary deflections within 
the circle that would have resulted in 
goals; the balls striking the back of the 
cage without effect.  (We can be certain 
that deflections will be practiced between 
the tournament games this week.) CAL 
could have easily tied the score with just a 
touch of luck… 
  
The clock soon ran out and Ballard came 
away with a victory that was hard won on 
their part and hard lost on our 
part.  (Playing hard is necessary for a win, 
but not always sufficient.) 
  
In reflecting on the game, we still appear 
to be dribbling too much, but the players 
are starting to realize the benefits of “two-
touch passing” to move the ball up the field 
and past the opponents.  As the young 
women become more familiar with their 
new teammates and gain confidence in 
each other, the passes will follow and our 
play will improve. 
  

 
CAL Varsity vs LMHS Varsity – Apple Tournament 

Wednesday, 20 August 2008 

     Louisville Male High School (LMHS) arrived in white jerseys and CAL 
elected to wear yellow pennies as our ”away” jerseys (blue) have yet to 
arrives. Although it was sunny and hot, the extra outerwear did not seem 
to hinder the CAL young women, but it did make reading the numbers a 
lot harder. (Nonetheless, it turned out that yellow just might be our “lucky” 
color.) 
      
CAL began by attacking the ball well, winning most of the individual 
scrambles for the ball and it did not take long (21:30) for Haley Jurich to slam a shot home from in front of the Male goal. (CAL:1 – 
Male:0) This was followed shortly (20:06) by Kayla May’s goal. Lacey Jurich stroked a long baseline pass from the left (attacking) 
side that passed through the usual half-dozen sticks in front of the goal to Kayla on the right side. The Male goalie stopped Kayla’s 
initial shot, but Kayla managed to pop the rebound home. (CAL:2 – Male:0) 
 
Male tightened their defense and the rest of the first half was spent in fairly rough and tumble play between the twenty-five yard 
markers. (The Sacred Heart field on which we played was not regulation size, so the distance covered was hardly fifty yards each 
trip back and forth.) Several players took trips to the ground including one of the Male forwards when Paige Neat stood her ground at 
the cage. Luckily the half ended and the rough play seemed to end with it. 
      
The second half began with Male having three or four immediate scoring opportunities. Although CAL began this game well, we 
seem to start each half of each game playing rather lax defense. Luckily Madison Petit (fondly nicknamed “The Beast” by her team-
mates) and our other defensive players withstood the onslaught.  CAL finally warmed up and again drove the play to the Male end of 
the field where it continued basically for the remainder of the game. 
      
CAL had a few more scoring opportunities before the end of the game, but our passing still is not crisp and is a little one-
dimensional… we still seem to prefer frontal attacks over flanking movements. In addition, we have little misdirection when setting up 
“free hits.” (It is almost impossible not to tell where we are going with the bal… a few “fakes” might open up more passes.) 
 
In total, the CAL young women played well and were never really threatened by Male… a good outing and the first win of the year.

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 CAL Varsity vs KCD Varsity – Apple Tournament 

Thursday, 21 August 2008 
 

CAL played probably their best game (for the most part) and their worst game (for one agonizing ten-minute period) of the young sea-
son against Kentucky Country Day (KCD) in the second consolation game of the Apple Tournament.  KCD had just come off a tough 
2-1 loss (on flicks) in a scoreless game against Assumption and, while we hoped they might be tired, but they were fired up to win. 
After our usual “beginning of the half jitters”, in which we were able to turn away a couple of initial shots by KCD, we settled down and 
took the play to them. CAL scored on a shot by Haley Jurich at 21:25 and took a short-lived lead.  (CAL:1 – KCD:0) 
KCD responded with a quick goal at 20:19 and the score was knotted. 
(CAL:1 – KCD:1) 
Play continued in the middle of the field until the 13:09 mark when KCD 
secured a corner penalty. From that point on for the next ten minutes 
KCD had a seemingly unending series of corner opportunities as CAL 
continually failed to clear the ball out of the scoring circle, committing 
foul after foul to return the advantage to KCD. Somehow CAL managed 
to withstand the onslaught and the half mercifully ended. 
The second half had hardly begun when KCD scored at the 29:07 
mark. Again, we appeared to come out unready to play, although in 
fairness KCD got a couple of good bounces on the run-up to the goal. 
(CA:1 – KCD:2)  CAL responded by driving the play back into the KCD 
end of the field where it mostly continued for the next fifteen minutes. 
CAL’s best scoring opportunity came at 11:35 when a good clean shot 
(I am sorry that I did not see who made it.) zipped by the KCD cage. 
KCD plays a very aggressive game, characterized by a good deal of 
pushing with their “hips” (to put it politely), but CAL refused to be bul-
lied… again an opponent failed to realize that our goalie is not easily 

intimidated and paid the price with a 
hard collision in the box.  Such hard 
play seems to be part of today’s field 
hockey.  Maybe it is just nostalgia, but 
one longs for the more gentile play of yesteryear… probably it is just that yesteryear’s bruises have 
healed. 
Anyway, back to the game.  CAL played KCD virtually even for the remainder of the game.  CAL had 
a few opportunities as did KCD.  The last, best chance KCD had came at the 2:35 mark when failed to 
clear the ball out of the circle, reverting to their end of the first half lapses.  Fortunately, CAL survived 
the charge and the game ended in a score that reflected the play on the field. (Final Score: CAL-1 
KCD-2) 
With the exception of the play at the end of the first half of this game and our habit of slow-starting 
each half, this was probably CAL’s best play so far this year. The young women should gain a lot of 
confidence from this game and, with a strengthening of their defense on “corners”, they can be as-
sured that several opponents are in for tough games. The season promises to be exciting.

KCD opened t he scor i ng wi t h 28'  r emai ni ng 
i n t he 1st  hal f .  I t  was Car son Ger ner t  who 
f ound space on hi s l ef t  s i de. . .  and an i n-
st ant  l at er ,  i t  was 1- 0 KCD.  CAL had t o ma-
t ur e a bi t .  Ever y pl ayer  on t he f i el d had 
t o make a deci s i on:  " We wi l l  not  gi ve up. "  

Hope came j ust  4 mi nut es l at er ,  when Ryan 
Mi l l er  scor ed f r om what  l ooked t o be an i m-
possi bl e angl e on t he f ar  r i ght .  Coach Lu-
cas obser ved,  " I t  was one of  t hose shot s 
when,  i f  you wer e st andi ng besi de me l i s-
t eni ng c l osel y,  you mi ght  have hear d me 
say,  under  my br eat h,  ' Ryan,  pl ease t el l  me 
you' r e not  at t empt i ng a shot  f r om. . . .  [ t hen 
t he bal l  goes i n t he net  and t he sent ence 
t r ai l s  of f  wi t h. . . ]  What  a gr eat  i dea! "  But  
t hen Coach Lucas c l ar i f i ed,  " However ,  we 
i nt ent i onal l y  t r y  t o br eed t hat  menal i t y .  
We say,  ' Hey,  we want  you t o be hungr y t o 
scor e,  somet i mes t ackl i ng t hat  i mpossi bl e 
shot .  And we' r e goi ng t o suppor t  you and 
pr ot ect  you f r om cr i t i c i sm,  even i f  t hose 
shot s f ai l ,  because we want  hungr y goal -
scor er s. ' "
