An  IMPORTANT  message for          parents, athletes, coaches: 
 
 I have been in touch with our school nurse about Methicillin-Resistant Staphylococcus aureus (don’t ask me to 
say it!) otherwise known as MRSA.  Basically this is a bacteria that is resistant to antibiotics but is already pre-
sent on 25 – 35% of healthy people on the skin or in their nose.  We’ve had a couple of outbreaks the past cou-
ple of years within our athletic program and have taken measures to reduce exposure where possible.  The bot-
tom line is that we cannot eliminate it and it will continue to exist.  There are simple measures that should be 
taken by athletes, parents, and coaches to prevent exposure: 

·  Practice good hand hygiene by washing hands frequently and thoroughly with soap and water or using an 
alcohol based sanitizer. 

·  Take a shower with hot water and wash with soap (liquid antibacterial soap, not bar soap) following all athletic activities 
·  Avoid  sharing towels, equipment, razors, bar soap 
·  Use a barrier between skin and shared equipment 
·  Wipe surfaces of equipment before and after use 
·  Clean and properly cover any open wounds such as turf burns, abrasions, lacerations, etc. with an appropriate bandage at all 

times 
·  Avoid whirlpools, swimming pools and other common tubs if you have an open wound. 
·  Do not ignore skin infections, pimples,  abscesses, etc.  Report these to a trainer and/or physician immediately 
 We will do our best here to maintain clean facilities and equipment.  We have rags and spray bottles available in the weight room 
along with hand sanitizers. 

If you suspect you have an athlete with a MRSA infection, please have them seek medical help immediately and make sure you 
have a doctor’s clearance for them to return to participation.  Thanks for your diligence with this!        Steve Shubert, Athletic Director 
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“It was the best of halves; it was 
the worst of halves…”   Actually, 
the worst came first.  CAL took on 
(3A) Moore in the opening game 
of the 2008 season, and ultimately 
prevailed 27-6, but for much of the 
game that outcome was in doubt.  
The Mustangs took the ball first 
and steadily worked their way 
down the field, until Cambron Rich 
spoiled their drive with an inter-
ception and a 15 yard return.   

Moore returned the favor, taking the ball back on an interception 2 plays later.   
The CAL D applied heavy pressure and forced a punt – which was blocked by Jonny Blount and then caught in the air by Taylor 
Beach.  The Centurion offense gained a few yards, but then had to bring out AJ Clements to punt; and a great punt it was, downed at 
the 4 yard line.  The two teams traded another series of unproductive plays and 
punts, with Adam McCord recovering a blocked Moore punt.   Towards the end of the 
frustrating first half, CAL mounted its first serious drive downfield.  Fifteen yards from 
the goal line, a Mustang intercepted a pass and ran untouched for 85 yards for a 
touchdown.  CAL denied the extra point, and the “worst half” ended with Moore up 6-
0. 

The coaches gave the boys a halftime wakeup call, and they responded 
well.  A much more confident team took the field in the “best half”.  The offense 
started picking up some first downs, and on defense McCord got a hand on his 2nd 
punt, tipping it into the waiting hands of Josh Pickerell.   Jacob Richter connected 
with David Risher on a 20 yard pass for the first big gain; Richter went on to pass for 
118 yards on the night, with Risher (58 yds receiving) being his most productive target.   
A few plays later, Michael Arnold (82 yds rushing), ran in the first CAL score, through a 
hole opened by John Sparks.  (The Mustang that Sparks crushed is rumored to still be wandering around the track looking for his 
mouthpiece.)  Arnold added an extra point, and CAL was finally up 7-6. 

Arnold, apparently juiced from his touchdown run, kicked off all the way into the end zone.  The CAL D forced Moore to turn-
over, then Moore forced CAL to give the ball back, then CAL forced Moore to punt – it was starting to feel like the first half again, but 
at least we were ahead!  Risher turned the tide with a long punt runback, aided by a key block from McCord.  A few plays later on 4th 
and 20, Taylor Beach took a short pass for a long run, 30 yards up the middle for 6.  Arnold kicked, 14-6 CAL. 

Moore looked determined after the kickoff, driving steadily all the way to the CAL 35.  On a crucial 4th down play, Sparks 
closed down the drive with a sack deep in the backfield with less than 5 minutes to play in the 4th quarter.  Richter and Risher (say 
that 3 times fast!) connected on a 39 yard pass play, with Risher twisting, turning and dragging defenders the last 5 yards across the 
goal line.   Arnold kicked; the game was secure at 21-6.   

The CAL D decisively shut down the next Moore possession with a devastating pass rush and an interception run back to 
the 15 yard line. Overall, the D allowed Moore only 144 yards of offense, vs. 264 for CAL.  Two plays later, Caleb Hodgson opened 
the door for Silas Schulte to run through to make it 27-6.  (extra point was blocked)   Arnold buried put the ensuing kickoff on the 1 
yard line, where the Moore offense struggled until time ran out. 

CAL received their 2nd consecutive Kickoff Classic trophy at midfield, with Risher gaining Offensive 
Player of the Game, and Sparks taking the Defensive honors.  Coach English said that while the 

team has a long way to go, they discovered who they were to-
night, reaching deep to pull out a solid victory in the 2nd half.   
He is proud of the way they never quit and responded to half-
time coaching.  
 The biggest test of the year may be next week’s  
as CAL hosts #1 (1A) Lexington Christian in a  
televised match at CAL stadium.
