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            CAL fans enjoyed the best night of football yet this 
year, with perfect weather, Chick-Fil-A giveaways, and a big 
win over District opponent Carroll County.  Early on, things did 
not look good for CAL, as Panther players #42 and #25 took 
turns running the ball right through our defense, moving 94 
yards in 13 plays for a TD.  Max Godby helped turn the tide recovering 
the ensuing onside kickoff at midfield, then the 3 R’s went to work: 
Richter, Risher and Rich, quickly moving the ball to the end zone to 
even the score 7-7 at the end of the first quarter. 

            Early in the 2nd quarter, a trio of painful interceptions killed 3 
CAL drives, and   Carroll County’s #25 broke free and ran 45 yards 
untouched to put CAL down 14-7.    The coaches quickly adjusted de-
fensive strategy to stop the Panther running game, and Taylor Beach 
led the defense in executing the plan for the rest of the game, assisted 
by Silas Schulte, Mitchell Purvis and Cambron Rich with over 6 tack-
les each.  Rich, who was rumored to be wearing magic gloves, caught 
every ball that came near him, including a key interception.  After the 
CAL D adjustment, the Panthers were only able to produce 63 more 
yards of offense in the remainder of the game, with most of their runs 
being crushed by a swarm of CAL defenders.

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 Coming out strong after the half, Freshman QB Andrew 
Risher hit his brother “Dirty Dave” with a 43 yard pass, followed by 
a 15 yard scramble of his own, and a pass to Mike Arnold for the 
tying touchdown: 14-14.  On the very next series, a Panther fumble 
set up a 31 yard Arnold field goal to take CAL ahead 17-14.  Arnold 
stayed busy all evening, scoring 9 points with his foot, and another 
6 with his hands, in addition to burying every kickoff in the end-
zone.  

Carroll County began to get frustrated at this point, and 
must have racked up a dozen penalties in the 2nd half for holding, 
chop blocking, personal fouls and pass interference.  While they 
bruised several Centurion knees with illegal blocks, it did nothing to 
put points on the board.  Our boys did a good job maintaining their 
Christian witness in the face of this provocation, and did not retali-
ate in kind.  

The CAL offense really cranked up at the end of the 3rd quarter.  Ar-
nold broke away for a 55 yard run, setting up a Richter TD run: 23-14 
CAL.  The elder Risher brother had an electrifying 65 yard punt re-
turn to set up Ivan Talley for a TD run: 30-14 CAL.  Senior Tackle 
John Sparks kept a drive alive, gaining 15 yards for us without touch-
ing the ball, as he drew the Panther defenders offsides 3 times in a 
row by going into motion in the tackle-eligible formation.  Risher the 
younger hit Evan Epperson with a 42 yard TD pass to make it 37-14 
CAL.  Jacob Richter finished the scoring, running up the middle to 
make it 44-14 CAL.  Overall, the CAL offense put out close to 400 
yards, about evenly split between running and passing, averaging 6 
yards per carry and 24 yards per pass completion.  

 

The coaches were very proud of the way the team was able to re-
spond to coaching, adjust the defense, persevere come back from a halftime deficit to a big victory.  CAL travels to 3A
