Barely two months ago, had CAL not defeated the 
South Oldham 10-0, scoring five goals in each half and having the game called at the 4:11 mark of the second half under the “mercy” 
rule? I suppose that we should have expected the Dragon goaltender to have improved a lot considering all of the practice she has 
obviously had in the intervening months. But who would have thought that she would have improved this much?! 
 
Much like the first game this season, all of the play of the first half was in the South Oldham defensive end. Finally, after many frus-
trating attempts, Haley Jurich slapped home a pass by Megan Williams at 11:00 for CAL’s first goal. The half ended without another 
goal, CAL having out-shot South Oldham 15-0. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The second half was pretty much a mirror of the first half. CAL out-shot the Dragons by 16-0. Similar to the first half, CAL’s goal came 
at 11:08 on a dynamic-duo score by Haley Jurich from Lacey Jurich. CAL added another goal near the five-minute mark when Karli 
Neutz put home a pass from Haley Jurich to end the scoring. [Final Score: CAL 3 – South Oldham 0] 
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CAL Locks up 2nd Place in District 5A: 14-13 over Owen County 

            The Centurions played it down to the wire Friday night, before finally defeating Owen County.  In a 
cold, muddy, slippery defensive battle the kicking game was the key.  Both teams played hard, and exhibited 
great sportsmanship, without a single personal foul flag being thrown.  

The Rebels shocked CAL in their first play from scrimmage, running 62 yards for a TD.  Max Godby 
blocked the extra point attempt, which proved to be crucial.  Mike Arnold responded on CAL’s first play after 
the ensuing kickoff by running 72 yards – for a few minutes, it looked like we came for a football game and a 
track meet broke out!  Those big plays in the first 3 minutes put the score at 7-6 CAL, but then the game 
slowed into a defensive battle with a lot of fumbles, bobbled snaps, interceptions and muddy-handed missed 
passes.  Between the two teams there were 7 fumbles, 3 interceptions and 19 incomplete passes.  By the 3rd 
quarter the announcer gave up trying to call out jersey numbers because everyone’s name was “Mud”. 

As both teams fought back and forth for field position, AJ Clements was a weapon, delivering his best 
punting of the season: he had several no-return punts of 35-45 yards.  CAL was frustrated offensively, as the 
slippery conditions shut down our passing game, slowed down the running game, and 2 soggy field goal at-
tempts were unsuccessful.  The Rebels are a running team, and they eventually racked up enough yards to 
go ahead 13-7 at the end of the 3rd quarter.  The CAL defense performed some heroics to keep the score 
under control:  Jonny Blount intercepted a pass, Silas Schulte scooped up a fumble and returned it 10 yards, 
Blake Ramsey had a sack, Matthew Wilson and Adam McCord had some key tackles, and in general the D 
swarmed every runner.

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With less than 5 minutes in the game, CAL had their greatest plays of the night.  The Rebel punt re-
turner fumbled a fair catch, and Mike Arnold recovered at their 14.  Their defense forced us to turnover; our D 
forced them to turn it back.   Passing from the 23, Corey Carpenter connected with David Risher on a 20 
yard pass.  Risher finished the job on the next play, diving in from 3 yards for the go-ahead touchdown.  Ar-
nold nailed the all-important kick, and CAL was up 14-13 with 3:46 to go.  The Rebels returned the kickoff for 
33 yards, and then drove 40 more with a number of heart-attack inducing runs that almost broke free for 
touchdowns.  The game was decided in the final seconds as the Rebels faced 4th down and one foot to go 
inside our 10 yard line, and Silas Schulte made the game-saving stop for the Centurions.  

CAL was missing 5 starters due to injuries, including the quarterback and half the offensive line.  Some 
Freshmen and Sophomores stepped up to get the job done!  The coaches were extremely proud of the team 
for the perseverance they showed in making the big plays when it really counted.  CAL improves their sea-
son record to 4-4 and 2-1 in district play; Owen falls to 2-7 and 0-3 in district play.  More importantly, CAL 
secured home field advantage for the first round playoff game: we will host Lloyd Memorial (3rd seed in Dis-
trict 6) in mid-November.

                In the final seconds of the game, CAL trail-
ing 21-20, the CAL players, coaches and fans are 
sure that the ball penetrated the plane of the goal line 
on the 2 point conversion, making it 22-21 CAL.  Un-
fortunately the referees did not see it that way, and 
scored the game 21-20 Holy Cross.  We will claim the 
victory on the field, if not on the scoreboard.  

                The JV team played a very scrappy game, 
always tough on defense.  Matthew Wilson and 
Mitchell Purvis led the defense with 20 tackles be-
tween them.  The D stopped the Cougars on the first 
two possessions before allowing a TD to put the Cou-
gars up 7-0.  In the second quarter, the teams traded 
several punts.  AJ Clements got nice rolls on his kicks and helped CAL improve field position.  KJ Lee picked 
off a Cougar Pass and returned it for 30 yards.   Caleb Hodgson sacked the QB and forced another Cougar 
punt.   On the ensuing offensive series, Ivan Talley brought CAL back into the game.  He took a screen pass 
for 12 yards on 4th & 10 to save the drive, and then took a jumping catch through the entire Cougar secon-
dary, breaking tackles all the way, for a 20 yard TD.  The kick was blocked, but CAL closed the gap to 7-6.  

The Cougars ran the ball well, and scored another TD: 14-6.  Talley came right back at them and 
caught another TD pass, and Jacob Richter ran in for 2 to even the score at 14-14.  The Cougars quickly 
struck back with another running TD, 21-14.  The two teams traded 3 fumble turnovers in a row, culminating 
with the CAL D making a great goal line stand at the 2 and forcing a 4th fumble.  Taking the ball back, CAL 
quickly moved the ball downfield in the final minutes on 2 huge passes to KJ Lee and a great 20 yard TD run 
by Talley.  At 21-20 with seconds on the clock, the 2 point conversion was ruled a millimeter short.  (But we 
know what really happened.)  The coaches were very happy with the way the boys played.  Now 6-2, they 
face their final game next week hosting North Bullitt.

Un-
der the Godly leadership of 
Coach Stallings and Coach 
Dixon, Jon has learned the 
importance of discipline in 
reaching his running goals and 
life goals.
