Early in the game, it looked like we might be in trouble — the Eagles came out and put 6 points on the boards in only 4
plays. But then, the “lvan Talley Show” started. Iron lvan scored his first of an incredible 6 touchdowns and racked up
some of his 300 or so yards of offense to put CAL ahead 7-6 (with the Parks Kick). After the kickoff, Craig Lewellyn
smelled pigskin on the ground and smothered his 4™ fumble recovery of the year to get CAL the ball back. Talley
showed his appreciation with a 43 yard TD — 13-6 CAL. Bullitt surged back however, and had a wild 46 yard QB sneak
to close the score to 13-12.
