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Let's start with the good stuff: we had nice football
weather, and the Lord was merciful in holding off the impeding
rain until the game was over.

CAL Men’s Basketball Has Time Well Spent

Taking a Basketball team to work with the A Woman® Choice Resource Center is not a normal part
of a season. But this year, as the team began to prepare for the season, a service project outside
the comfort zone was what Coach Imlay was looking for. He chose a weekend trip downtown to
watch and be part of the protest against abortion and prayer for those involved. “I emailed my par-
ents for suggestions for the guys to do service. As a team, we need team building opportunities and
service is a great way to do that. Parents suggested many things but this seemed to strike a chord
with me. So we went.”

The team met to arrive downtown by 7am and as we arrived the protests had already begun. The
daily battle between those who pray to save lives and those who view the abortion clinic’s business
differently was already in competition. Saturday’s are particular busy because of out of town mothers
coming to Louisville. This clinic grants abortions up to 5 %2 months, which is later than many sur-
rounding states. The basketball team took up a position across the street from the entrance and cre-
ated a wall of men standing in prayer and contemplation. “Our place was not intended to be too con-
frontational but because of the size of the group, it was noticeable. Twice we were asked to move
because it made the “patients” uncomfortable. We stood silently and continued to pray.”

After a time, the team went to the resource center to help separate fund raising bottles, sort clothing,
and sanitize toys. This was only a few hours of service compared to the many hours spent by many
volunteers. Men and Women commit to this daily combat to save lives. Annually, 4000 babies are
terminated in Louisville. That is the bad news. The good news is that several hundred babies are
saved each year in Louisville as well. By giving the expectant parents a free ultra-sound, they can
see there is a baby growing inside the mother to be.

The basketball team is seeking donations in the form of diapers and baby wipes until the Thanksgiv-
ing break.
