Tim Henderson started the game scoring 10 of the first 12
points and from there CAL was off to the races. CAL forced 35 turnovers, 20 on steals
and set the tone with the home team early. Spencer County would spend most of the
night on the free throw line because of the aggressiveness of the Centurions. The Bears
shot 26 of 45 from the charity stripe and that kept the game much closer than it could
have been.

CALs’ play again set the tempo as quickness would play a huge key to success in the
contest. Josh Edwards had six steals and five assists and 9 points as the senior di-
rected the team to its first victory. Collin Lopez added 16 points to game high scorer Tim
Henderson’s 18. Chas Bierbaum had his best game with 10 points and 8 rebounds. “We
worked hard this fall on defense and though we fouled too many times (29) it was a good effort.” CAL played 14 play-
ers in the romp and brings their record to 1-1.

CAL plays 16" ranked Eastern High School Tuesday in their home opener. Because it is a district game, CAL needs to
show toughness again. CAL is having a Red Out trying to fill the gym adding to the excitement of this Middletown
match-up.

BOYS JV TEAM Starts the Season with a Close Loss and a Big Victory

On Thursday night, CAL opened the season against J'town. Last
year, the freshman team lost to the same team by 2 points in over-
time.

CAL got off to a great start and had a 12-8 lead at the end of the first
quarter. The 2™ quarter was even better as CAL scored 20 points to
take a 32-24 lead into the break. At that point, 6 players had already
scored. During the 2" half, J'town slowed the tempo and went to a
zone defense. CAL struggled with the change and only scored 7
points in the 3" quarter, but still maintained a 39-35 advantage going
into the 4™ quarter. At the beginning of the 4™ quarter, J'town scored
the 1° 4 points to tie the game. The teams went back and forth, until
with 30 seconds remaining and CAL down by 2 points, Tyler Stocking

hit a clutch 3 point shot to put CAL up by one. Despite a great defen-
sive effort, J'town then hit a jumper in the lane with 5 seconds remaining to win the game 45-44. Stocking led the team
in scoring with 15 points, followed by Drew Mumford with 11 points (including three 3-point shots), Mac Walden with 8
points, Drew Wilder with 6 points and a team high 5 rebounds, Jacob Richter with 2 points and Jake Edwards with 2
points and a team high 6 assists.

On Saturday, CAL traveled to Spencer County. The team opened up with a 13-9 lead at the end of the 1% quar-

ter. During the quarter Drew Mumford hit two 3 point shots (he was just getting started). To begin the 2 quarter,
Mumford and Caleb Love each hit a 3-point shot and Jake Edwards and Jacob Richter each had an old fashioned 3
point play during a 14-0 run. At halftime the team led 31-19. To start the 2" half the team went on 14-5 run in route to
take a 25 lead going into the 4™ quarter in route for a 62-38 final vic-

tory. Ten players scored as Mumford had a game high 21 points (5 3-
pointers!) followed by Mac Walden with 11 points, Edwards with 6 points,
Derek Bell and Richter with 5 each, Tyler Stocking with 4, Love and Drew
Wilder with 3 each and Ethan Barker and Ivan Talley with 2 each. Mumford
had a team high 3 steals and Richter led the team in rebounding with 4.
